The South Placer Regional Transportation Authority met on Thursday, December 3,
2009 at 10:45 a.m. at the Placer County Board of Supervisors Chambers, 175 Fulweiler
Avenue, Auburn, California.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Upon motion by Hill and second by Gray, the Board unanimously approved the minutes
of the August 26, 2009 and October 28, 2009 meetings as submitted.

PUBLIC COMMENT
None.

PUBLIC HEARING: PLACER PARKWAY CORRIDOR PRESERVATION PROJECT —
FINAL PROGRAM ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT REPORT HEARING & CORRIDOR
SELECTION

Stan Tidman noted the amended Exhibit A to Resolution 09-06, which reflected minor
changes, was provided to Board Members on yellow paper. Tidman indicated that
members of the project team were present to answer any questions, including Denise
Heick from URS Corporation, John Long from DKS Associates, and Steve Propst from
Caltrans.

Tidman asked the Board to conduct a Public Hearing to take public input on the Final
Program EIR, certify the Placer Parkway Corridor Preservation Final Program EIR and
select the Placer Parkway Corridor. Tidman noted this final document incorporated the
2007 Draft and 2009 Partially Revised Draft documents. The Final Tier 1 EIS/Program
EIR identifies Alternative 5 with a no-access buffer as the Preferred Alternative under
NEPA and the Environmentally Superior Alternative under CEQA.

Chair Kirk Uhler opened the Public Hearing. There were no public comments. Chair
Uhler closed the Public Hearing.

Upon motion by Gray and second by Stackpoole, the Board unanimously approved
Resolution #09-06 Certifying the Placer Parkway Corridor Preservation Final Program
EIR, and Adopting a Statement of Findings, a Statement of Overriding Considerations
and a Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Plan.

Upon motion by Stackpoole and second by Hill, the Board unanimously approved
Resolution #09-07 Selecting the Placer Parkway Corridor, described in the Final
Program EIR as Alternative 5, with a no-access buffer as shown in Exhibit A.
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Peter Hill made a statement for the record. (Refer to court reporter’s transcript of this
item.)

SELECTION OF CHAIR AND VICE CHAIR FOR 2010
Chair Uhler noted the officer rotation schedule calls for a representative from Lincoln to
act as Chair for 2010 and a representative from the City of Rocklin to act as Vice Chair.

Upon motion by Gray and second by Hill, the Board unanimously designated the
representative from Lincoln to act as Chair and the representative from the City of
Rocklin as Vice Chair for 2010.

Accept the 2008/09 annual financial audit of the South Placer Regional
Transportation Authority (audit under separate cover.)

2. Certification of the Nevada Station Operating Budget for 2010 and 2011
Certify the attached Nevada Station Operating Budget for 2010 and 2011
includes required bond payments.

Because SPRTA has certain powers that are not specifically held by the Placer
County Transportation Planning Agency (PCTPA), SPRTA agreed to be the
conduit for the financing of the purchase of the agency’s office building, known as
the Nevada Station. Under this arrangement, SPRTA is listed as the official
owner of the building and fully leases it to PCTPA. PCTPA, in turn, handles all
management, operations, maintenance, rental collection, and bond payments.
Once the bonds have been fully repaid, SPRTA will sell the building to PCTPA
for $10.

As part of the financing package, the bond administrator requires annual
certification from both SPRTA and PCTPA that the bond payments have been
included in the annual budget.

A two-year budget for 2010 and 2011 for the Nevada Station was adopted by the
PCTPA Board in January, attached, and includes the required bond payments.

There is no fiscal impact to SPRTA.

This letter, when countersigned, authorizes work under the “Master Agreement between the
South Placer Regional Transportation Planning Authority (SPRTA) and Fehr & Peers
Associates, Inc.” dated June 23, 2010.

1. Incorporated Master Agreement; This Letter of Task Agreement is the statement of
